Mounting

Each fan is supplied and assembled ready for
installation.

For easy and quick mounting, the following points
are important:

1. The fan should be installed with its base plate
mounted securely to either a roof kerb or
purlin box. When fixed to a kerb made of
concrete, bricks or wood, make absolutely
sure that the surface on which the fan is to be
mounted is clean and level. In order to ensure
an airtight fit, use a seal of non-porous
material
