Installation and Wiring Instructions for the VADH2 Wall Fan Heater.
IMPORTANT:
READ THESE INSTRUCTIONS BEFORE COMMENCING INSTALLATION.

DO NOT install this product in areas where the following may be present or occur.

• Excess oil or grease laden atmosphere.
• Corrosive or flammable gases, liquids or vapours.
• Ambient temperatures higher than 40°C or less than –5°C.
• Possible obstructions which would hinder the access or removal of the heater.

SAFETY AND GUIDANCE NOTES

A. All wiring must be in accordance with the current I.E.E. Regulations, or the appropriate standards of
your country.

B. The Wall Heater MUST be provided with a local double pole isolator switch having a contact separation
of at least 3mm.

C. Ensure that the mains supply (Voltage, Frequency and Phase) complies with the rating label.
D. The Wall Heater should not be sited within 600mm horizontally or 2250mm vertically of a bath/shower

tray so as to ensure that switches and other controls cannot be touched by a person in the bath or
shower, in accordance with the current I.E.E. Regulations for bathrooms.

E. The Wall Heater should not be used where it is liable to be subject to direct water spray from hoses etc.
F. The Wall Heater MUST NOT be located immediately below a fixed socket outlet.
G. Ensure that the Wall Heater is not installed in a position where a cupboard or similar object obstructs

the airflow.

WARNING- DO NOT PLACE AEROSOLS OR SIMILAR CONTAINERS OR MATERIALS
SUSCEPTIBLE TO HEAT IN THE DIRECT AIRSTREAM OF THE WALL HEATER.

INSTALLATION.

1. The Wall Heater is designed to be mounted on a vertical wall. Using the template supplied (Page 4 ),
position the heater horizontally at a minimum height of 1800mm from the floor to the underside (Fig. 1.)
and mark the position of the 3 fixing holes (A).

2. Drill and raw plug the wall suitable for N° 8 screws.
3. Insert the 2 lower screws into the raw plugs leaving a gap of 2mm (approximately) between screw head

and the wall.
4. Position the heater on the 2 partially inserted wall screws and secure the 3rd wall screw into position.

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WIRING

WARNING:

THE WALL HEATER MUST BE INSTALLED BY AN ELECTRICALLY QUALIFIED / COMPETENT PERSON.

♦ THE HEATER MUST BE ISOLATED FROM THE POWER SUPPLY DURING THE INSTALLATION /
MAINTENANCE.

Connect the Wall Heater in accordance with the wiring diagram shown below.

CONTROLS.

 The Heater is controlled by an “On / Off” pullcord switch and an adjustable thermostatic control.
 The Heater has a neon light to indicate when is “On”.

Thermostat.

1. To set the thermostat to the temperature required, turn the thermostat control to N° 6.
2. When the desired room temperature is reached, slowly turn the thermostat control down, until the heater

turns off. The thermostat is now set to the required temperature setting.

SAFETY FEATURE

 The Heater has a built-in thermal cut-out switch (ES).  Should the switch trip-out, the heater must be
switched off for approximately 10 minutes, to allow the heater to cool down.

 After approximately 10 minutes, switch the heater on, if the cut-out switch trips out again, switch the
heater off and contact AN ELECTRICALLY QUALIFIED / COMPETENT PERSON to carry out an
inspection of the heater.

ROUTINE INSPECTION AND MAINTENANCE

ISOLATE THE UNIT FROM THE POWER SUPPLY AND ENSURE THAT IT CANNOT BE ACCIDENTALLY SWITCHED BACK ON

At intervals appropriate to the installation, the Heater should be inspected and cleaned to ensure there is no
build up of dirt or other deposits on the impeller or the motor.
